of lower grade gasoline by a few points and he#plice knock and ping. Ethanol is a proven solveatt t
removes varnish and gum buildup throughout your $ystem. Lastly, ethanol bonds readily with water
and helps remove it from your fuel. It's even aawable source of energy! So what's not to like @abou
it? Well...

It seems that after ethanol bonds with water inftieé, the new mixture settles out to the bottomstag
rust in the tank and corrosion in the steel fusddi. Then it will continue to draw moisture outloé air
until it is saturated. When enough ethanol setilgsof the gas, we end up with two layers of funethie
tank — a watery ethanol mix in the bottom and aiced octane fuel above. This process is calledephas
separation. Now let's get back to the varnish amh ghat has been quietly dissolving from the inside
your tank. This will also settle out to the bottamd blend with the ethanol layer to form a “Sprimgt

Something similar is probably
happening there as well. And we have one more sftkrt to mention. Ethanol dissolves rubber
components and turns them into nasty goo. Thikgsflexible hoses, diaphragms, gaskets, and bushing
— at least we won't have to worry about them dryanggand cracking anymore. No doubt about it, tlsere
a party going on in your fuel system and your eagion't feel the hangover ‘till that first startuext

spring.

Enter “Better Life through Chemistry.” Nowadayseté’'s a host of products called additives. Thegrtle
your engine, increase your mileage, and boost flousepower. Some may even improve your sex life!
(an old car that actually runs is still a chick meg). Additives come in three flavors — cleaners,
stabilizers, and anti-freeze. Most cleaners arb pmvered solvents made from petroleum distillaied
many contain alcohols or their hygroscopic (wateirig) cousins. Products that stabilize the fudl wi
keep it from going stale quickly, so there’s lessrce of varnish and gum formation. They may also
prevent phase separation in ethanol fuels. But scoméain cleaners that are laced with alcohol. And
anti-freezes are mostly alcohols or other dryingrag that readily absorb water from your fuel (or
surrounding air).

Many of these products have been around for yeaisrast of them work as advertised. None of them
seem to be harmful to your engine or that fresk tdrgas you just pumped in. But, let that tredttzhd

Filters were cledg carburetors needed repair, and fiberglass taaks
ruined (ethanol attacks fiberglass resin, as welNpw most of us don’t store our cars by the by a
winter long so we should experience lower humidityt we do have vented fuel systems and many of us
leave that same tank of gas sitting in there ttiké spring thaw.

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buddies. This time of year can be a bit nippy —ewefull leathers. So many bikes get stored for the
winter with similar problems come spring.

How can we counter the effects of ethanol fuels?

1) Use non ethanol fuel when you find it — probahblyural areas or possibly in Summer

2) Keep your tank 90 — 95 % full with fresh 93 awtaasoline

3) Don’t mix old gas with new — pump it out andmbse of it (burn it in your daily driver? ) then
refill with fresh 93 octane

4) Use a fuel stabilizer that does not contain g of alcohol — more alcohol in the mix will
only compound the problem

5) Replace old rubber hoses with new ones — nee@ed Teflon are ok

6) Keep an extra fuel filter on hand

7) Install a water separator after the fuel fitesinyone remember draining a fuel bowl?

8) Drive that car whenever possible —-MGs are fuene¥ it's cold. Besides, now you'll have an
excuse to come in and warm up with a shot of ethemgour own tank.
