defecive. The cail is removed from the housing and the wiring checked ard

renewedif necessary. The cail housing and pump body arecleared, beadblaged ard the cail housing is painted

The capis clearedand if necessary, buffed. All threaded screw holesare cleared ard
a tap run through them to insure that the threads are sound. Any threads that are
damagpd are heli-coiled to redore them. Finally a serial number is stamped on the
pump body for tracking purposes

After clearing and painting, the pump is reasembled adusted to factory
specificaions and converted to solid state. During reassemby, all new gakets are
usedand all joints areseakdto insure they areair tight. Once reasembled, the pump
is teded for air leaks and then placedon ated stand and the current draw, fuel flow
rate and presure are measred and recaded Then, the pump is left to run
continuously for a minimum of 8 hours to insure that it will continue to operae
satisfactorily. It is then empied of the kerasene used on the teg stard and the ports
are plugged to preclude any foreign matrial getting inside during shipping. The
