| went into MG Automotive the other day to pickupy brake light switch for my MGB that | had ordered
a couple of days earlier. | commented to Stevdeklihat | hope this switch lasts longer than the
previous two had. He said, “Yah, | sell a lot bése.” He went on to explain that many times peopl
screw the switch in too far, which places excespiassure on the internal workings of the plunget p
of the switch. This switch works backwards fromatvimost people would think (editor's note -sit
British!). When the plunger is depressed the bilakds are off. When the brake pedal is pushied, t
top of the pedal releases pressure on the brake $igitch, turning the brake lights on. Steve
recommends screwing the switch in just enoughHterldrake lights to turn off, no more. This way the
brake pedal is not constantly bottoming out thetdwand putting excessive stress on the electpiasl

of the plunger. This should make the switch lasi éonger.
