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MG, quite a few T’s and a ton of A’s, B’s, and Midgets.  I had not been out with my car, the BRG 
MGBGT, since Gingerman in May so I was anxious to get some track time. Plus, I spent all summer 
trying to get a replacement head together to replace the one I cracked in May and I was apprehensive 
about how it would perform.  I had been having problems with valves sticking in the guides. Everything 
was looking good until Friday afternoon when a freeze plug let go at the exit of turn one and I spun in my 
own water.  Of course I thought it was some other inconsiderate bloke that put the fluid down so I 
continued through the keyhole then noticed a lack of power so pulled off.  That is when I saw the steam.  
Back in the paddock I replaced the plug and fired it up but found out that the head had gotten hot enough 
to cause yet another valve to stick in the guide.  Fortunately, Eric Jones was there and knew of a machine 
shop in Delaware that may be willing to take care of me on short notice.  He made a phone call and off I 
went.  He turned out to be a racer as well and was sympathetic with my plight.  He put about one and a 
half hours in fixing the head and demanded only enough payment to buy two 12 packs -- what a deal!

I managed to make 18th on the grid for Sunday’s feature race 
in a 28 car field in spite of the valve train still acting up a bit.  I think the new valves were still trying to 
seat.  But Steve was able to fine-tune it before the start of an “All MG” race Saturday afternoon and the 
car was running great! I was really glad to have the master in my paddock.  This field was made up of all 
post-war and non-T cars – 30 something MG’s in all. There were some fine examples, and pretty fast I 
might add, but I managed to hold off a couple of pesky MGA’s to finish in the top half of that race.  Then 
in the feature race on Sunday, I finished 10th overall and 6th in class after an exciting start and then 
staying in front of an English Ford Escort – I was elated to say the least.  I was also tickled to bring it 
home for the year without planning big repairs over the winter.  Now maybe I can concentrate on some 
minor refinements.
