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Characters Along The Way

’m sure most of you have encountered 
‘admirers’ of your MG when you have been out 
and about.  These are usually people who have 

at one time owned an MG or had memories of one 
from years past.  On our trip to the West coast a few 
months ago to attend NAMGBR 2007 in Sonoma, 
California, we couldn’t help but run into a few 
characters like this.  I would like to share with you 
some of these stories. 
 
The first ‘character’ we crossed paths with was at 
our first rest stop in Indiana.  We had parked the 
cars front to back by the side of the parking lot and 
a little old lady came running up to us.  She was 
probably in her 70's and was carrying her camera.  
In her earlier years she had owned an MG and 
asked if she could take a picture.  She wanted to 
show the picture to her grandson, she told us.   After she took several pictures, Terry convinced her to get 
behind the wheel of his car and he took the camera from her.  At this point she was beaming from ear to 
ear - he snapped away.  She was thrilled. 
 
Our next 'admirer' wandered over at a fuel stop just outside of Kansas City.  He was a man who was in 
his early 50's, probably.  He had owned a Midget when he was first married and was in the processes of 
trying to find another MG.  He didn't know a lot about eBay, and was a little afraid of the pitfalls of 
buying a car on line.  He went on to say that locally, there were not a lot of MG’s to be found.  I guess he 
took a liking to Terry's car because he asked if it was for sale.  In fact, he asked several more times if 
Terry wanted to sell it.  He went on to say that he owns some type of business in the area and he was 
carrying a company check with him.  He would write out the check then and there if Terry was 
agreeable.  I gave Terry the 'look' - which meant 'don't even consider it'. This was only the second day 
into our trip and I couldn't imagine trying to rearrange all of our 'stuff' to fit into one less car.   It would 
have been fun to see what he would have given for it, though. 
 
The next 'characters' introduced themselves in Dodge City.  They seemed to know we were MG people.  I 
can't figure out how they knew.  Maybe we looked a little more wilted than the rest of the tourists there.  
They were driving a big Cadillac and said they caught sight of us in Kansas City.  Unbeknownst to us, 
they said they had passed us 6 or 7 times over the 350 miles to Dodge City.  He, too, had owned a 
Midget at an earlier time.  And, as he related, at a time when he was quite a few pounds lighter.  Can 
anyone relate to that?   They were nice, friendly people. 
 
So, on we went.  We stopped one day for lunch at a 'mom and pop' restaurant.  It wasn't a busy place, so 
after we ate, Terry and the boys thought the tires on the trailer should be changed.   Our nifty little 
trailer was eating up the tread on its tires about every 600 miles and we had to keep an eye on them so we 
wouldn't have a blow out.  The 'busboy' at the restaurant was hanging around the parking lot the whole 
time the tires were getting changed.  He was a young fellow about 15 or 16 years old, a little on the 
pudgy side and truly wore the horned rimmed glasses.  As we were buttoning up, one of the waitresses

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stuck her head out the door to ask what kind of cars we were driving.  She went on to say that the young 
fellow wanted to know, but he didn't want to ask because he thought he'd look stupid asking.  So, we 
stopped and gave them both a little history of the MGB. 
 
Our next fellow was waiting for us when we got up one morning at one of the hotels along the way.  He 
cornered Ryan first and told him about his '68 MGB.  The story was quite interesting.  He bought it from 
a good friend of his for $1600.  The friend was an oil tycoon who had gotten drunk one night and won 
the car in a poker game.  After sobering up and after his wife gave him an ultimatum, the oil tycoon 
decided he would drive to Amarillo, TX, and sell the car back to the dealer for $1800.  The $1600 offer 
seemed reasonable to the 'tycoon' and so the deal was struck.  The fellow continued telling Ryan that the 
MGB was a great running little car.  He added that his wife drove the car quite often and it was the MGB 
that had the space in the garage while a new Chevy Impala was parked outside.  Our cars, he said, 
brought back great memories. 
 
Reno, Nevada brought us interesting people.  We pulled into a hotel, the Executive Inn, checking on 
rooms for the night, and were met by a grinning toothless man giving us the 'thumbs up'.  His mother had 
owned an MGC and he started telling us his story.  The hotel, we came to find out, rented their 
rooms only by the month.  They would rent for one night though.  The lobby looked a little shabby so we 
asked to look at the rooms. A good move on our part - we quickly decided that Circus Circus would be a 
lot nicer stay for us.  Upon leaving the Executive Inn some of the 'regulars' came out  to admire the cars.  
Again, Terry's car got the attention.  As we were pulling away, one fellow swept his hand over the entire 
length of the car, telling us what a nice car it was!!  Not our idea of wiping the dust from the car. 
 
The final 'character' I'll tell you about probably was the most interesting.  We happened upon him at 
another of our many gas stops.  As we pulled into the pumps, we had to drive around his vehicle to get to 
our pumps.  He was a big guy, probably 250 to 300 pounds, wearing no shirt, abundant tattoos and long 
fly-away blonde hair.  Right away he came over and started talking.  His brother, he told us, had owned 
an MGB which ended up getting wrecked.  Then he told us about his 1984 Subaru.  He bought the 
Subaru for $40 - the car didn't run.  He managed to get it running after tinkering with it, and eventually 
put 314,000 miles on this car.  He loved that car, 
and when it finally 'died' he couldn't bring 
himself to part with it.  So, he parked it out 
behind his house and took the dash out of it and 
he hung it on his living room wall.  Before we 
left, he pointed to both of his arms.  His three 
daughters were tattooed on one arm and his son 
was tattooed on the other.  He was a very 
friendly, outgoing fellow, who seemed to be 
enjoying life. 
 
I guess I could go on and on - but this should 
give you an idea of our 'encounters'.  There 
seems to be 'characters' at every corner, and you 
can't help but enjoy meeting them along the way.  
There are so many people that have a story to tell 
about their MG, it is just fascinating to listen.
